NME;

· News articles; Tells you what has been happening recently. All photos are taken naturally while they are doing whatever it is they may be doing in the photo.

· News articles; On separate bands. Photos for these are sometimes studio photos, the band members etc. have been made to stand like that and such in the photo. However, some photos could be natural photos taken whilst the subject is doing one thing.

· Exclusive interview; Mainly focused on one band. Studio shot photo. 

· Gossip page/Public comments; Unprofessional studio shots, a number of small articles on one page sent in by the readers showing there point of view on things.

· Personal interview; One person, likely from a band. Questions and Answers. Photo is usually a studio photo. 

· My music; Usually one person from a band saying which songs he likes best and ​which artists these songs belong too. The photo to go with this is a studio one.

· Radar; Finding new bands. Studio photos involved with a bit of information about the band. (Two of these were produced).

· Interview; On the whole band, all members included. Studio shot photo. This is usually the main story, photo of this band usually found on the front cover also. 2-3 pages long.

· Promotion; NME promotes one band, three natural shots included within this article. Information about the band. 

· Personal interview; One person. No question and answers. Just basic information. Studio photo. 

· Albums; All photos included are studio photos. Four pages, split up into smaller articles about each album which NME think are worth buying. 

· Gig reviews; Three pages, majority of the photos are natural. Information about the gig usually written below. 

· Gig dates; 14 pages. All photos here are studio ones. Includes dates and places that each band will be playing at. And also the bands which may be found supporting them.

· Gig guide; 5 pages. All photos natural. List of places and then states which band will be playing there and when.

Kerrang!;

· Feedback; Readers write in to Kerrang about what they think etc. sometimes this may involve a picture. Mixture if both studio and natural photos.

· Introducing new music; Studio photo of the new band, along with a bit of information about them. 

· News; 2 pages split up into smaller articles, each one has news about a band which the readers may not know yet. All photos are studio.

· Rated Lives; 5 pages of live gigs, natural photos taken. The odd studio photo. Then information about how the gig went and a rating of how well it went.

· Interview; With one band. Main article. 5 pages long. Conversational article no question and answers involved. The same band as who were on the front page. All photos are studio ones. 

· Gig dates; 7 pages. All photos here are studio ones. Includes dates and places that each band will be playing at. And also the bands which may be found supporting them.

· Single band interview; Includes both natural and studio photos. Information about the band. Only covers one page spread.  (Two of these).

· Personal interview; One person. Usually main band member, studio photo. Personal information about himself. 

· Personal interview; Conversational. One person. And a single studio photo. (Two of these).

· Rated Albums; 6 pages. Album information and a rating. All photos are studio based ones. 

· Gig guide; 4 pages. All photos natural. List of places and then states which band will be playing there and when.
