Task Three – Deconstruct a number of jingles.

Jingle one

The Chris Moyles show.

Duration of the jingle: 2 minutes and 25 seconds

Lyrics/Content: The lyrics go on about daily morning activities, such as waking up and getting ready. The lyrics are also very ironic, as they give an impression of a big, bold family show when in fact, the show is almost exactly the opposite. This almost sarcastic impression gives the show some humour and will make the listening audience laugh.

Music/FX: The music is very cheesy and upbeat, and matches the lyrics with the big impression of a family show. The music almost has a juvenile quality around it, which again is ironic, as the shows presenter is crude and harsh compared to the show's jingle.

Voice number: There is one main singer throughout the jingle along with backup singers during the chorus, again which adds to the cheesy feel of the show. 

Tone: The tone is very positive and happy, although if you were a regular listener to the show, you would understand that the positive tone is merely sarcasm and is deliberately done to create humour.

Jingle Two

1xtra rap show with Westwood

Duration: 53 seconds

Lyrics/Content: There is a warning at the beginning of the jingle “Content not suitable for children.” which is an insight into what the show will contain. This gives the listener a chance to turn the station off if it is not what they want and avoid anything offensive. (To prevent this, the show is broadcast at 10pm.) The beginning lyrics are followed by a short rap.

Music/FX: The music is done in a very urban style, with added effects, such as helicopters, sirens and technological effects to create the sense of a busy urban area. On listening to the jingle, listeners are made aware of a sort of city environment, as though they were being chased by the police. This would appeal to the age group this show is directed towards (teenagers and young adults).

Voice Number: there are 3 voices, the lead voice being a male rapper throughout, a woman's voice and an added male voice that introduces the show.

Tone: The jingle is sort of laid back but upbeat and fast making it sound urgent. The urban theme creates a 'cool' feel to the jingle, which sets the tone of the show. When listening to the jingle, from the tone, it helps the listener decide whether or not the show is for them.

Jingle Three

BBC Radio 2 News

Duration: 7 seconds

Lyrics/Content: There content of this jingle is just a small introduction to the news show, which gives an insight that the show is not over the top and is quite slow and quieter than other broadcast shows. The mild jingle gives out an impression that this show is no nonsense.

Music/FX: The music in this jingle is very formal and has a mild element of drama. The music is also quite memorable, so regular listeners will recognise the beginning of the show.

Voice Number: There is only one voice in the jingle, a male voice that introduces the show. There is only one voice so as not to over complicate a very simple jingle.

Tone: The tone of this jingle is formal. This sets the tone for the rest of the show, which matches the jingle quite well, as it is a formal, quiet show directed towards a much more mature audience than other shows I have looked.
