Deconstruct 2 Radio programmes

The two radio programmes I have deconstructed are local radio station Silk FM News Bulletin and Radio One Newsbeat. They both contrast in content; Silk FM is more personal to the area it is broadcast in and the stories are not as big or as major as the other news programme. The Radio One Newsbeat programme has much more stories as well as news stories that are seemingly more important and larger than those on Silk FM.

Radio Programme: Silk Fm

This news programme lasts for 5 minutes and 6 seconds, including jingle at the start and end of the programme. There are 4 stories covered in the programme, a report on an England football Match, a police arrest on a drugs raid, a report about a local school and a police investigation on a robbery. There are no outside broadcasts during this programme, although there is a pre-recorded interview with a police officer from one of the stories, in a question and answer style interview with a journalist or reporter from the radio station. This radio programme is short, and had a formal tone to it, but with an upbeat jingle it feels quite friendly and family orientated.

Radio Programme: Radio One Newsbeat

This news programme lasts for 16 minutes and 57 seconds, including the jingle at the beginning and end of the programme. This radio programme contained lots of 

stories, around 9 altogether, including several sport reports, the credit crunch, a rail walkout, a motorbike report and a film premier. There were 4 outside broadcasts during this radio show, especially in the motorbike report and film review where members of the public were interviewed by different journalists. There were around 9 different recorded interviews; many of them were from MP’s about the credit crunch and rail walkout, as well as Officials interviews about the rail walk out too. The remaining recorded interviews were sport related about stories such as an England match and a cricket tournament. This radio programme was longer and much more formal than the other. As the stories were not personal to the area around the radio station, this programme felt different than the other, not as personal or had the same family feel as Silk FM’s broadcast. The jingle was more formal and urgent than the other, setting the tone quite early on that it was a more formal show.

Vox-Pop

Vox-pop is a term often used in broadcasting for interviewing members of the general public. It is mostly shown used in public places, with randomly selected person who will give an unrehearsed answer. As this type of interview style is incredibly unpredictable, it is very tightly edited down and very rarely done live as it cannot be very practical. Using this style of interview can be a very good way of getting lots of varied opinions from different people.

Vox-pop stands for Vox populi a Latin phrase for voice of the people.
