Task 5

Experiment with interview styles.

Interview One

· Radio programme: Radio 2 broadcast.

· Topic: How the credit crunch has affected the lower and upper class.

· Characters: Garry (news presenter), Karen (the lower class single mum), Penelope (the outside reporter) and Perry (the upper class oxford university student).

· Interview styles: In Studio pre- recorded question & Answer interview. Outside broadcast, formal debate interview.

It was fairly hard to record a couple of interviews  as it was outside of my comfort zone. I had to research a topic that was easy to talk about and applied to everyone but could be used in a comical way as well as a serious way. I decided on the Credit Crunch as this topic fitted well.

Another hard thing to do during this task was the actual recording of the interviews as it was hard to take seriously the first couple of times. I decided on not having a script to read as it would sound more natural coming from the top of your head, but this caused problems later during the recording when I ran out of topics to talk about and messed up often.

I could improve this in many ways: firstly a script might help the interview sound more realistic and I wouldn't stop and start so many times and run out of inspiration. Some of the accents spoken in were a bit off at times so the next time I recorded i could keep the accents to a minimum and concentrate on the task a lot more. I could have also used more people to record with to get a broader range of natural accents and different characters rather than relying on only two people to be several characters.

I could have also recorded separate voices in both the male and female voice tracks in Garage Band so that they were more obvious, and altered the voices I did record to make them deeper, higher pitched, more masculine or feminine and make the accents that I recorded more pronounced and effective. 

Interview two

· Radio programme: Outside broadcast

· Topic: Live at the high school musical 3 premier 

· Characters: Penelope Whittle, Zac Efron, Vanessa Anne Hudgens

· Interview style: informal question and answer interview.

This interview was very similar to the one above, but still hard to do as I no longer had the use of a soundproof room so I had to make our interview and outside broadcast instead of a studio interview. It was also hard on Garage Band to get the voices to the right pitch and sound as because I didn't have the soundproof rooms advantages, the voices were too quite to use properly in Garage Band, even though I used the ducking technique with all of the tracks and sound effects. This time however I wrote a script and so managed to make the interview sound more convincing and real. I also had the help of another person so got more varied voices instead of just two.

This time, to improve, I could make the voices much more clearer as even though I used ducking techniques I was unable to get the voices to the desired pitch and clarity. I think that if I had enough time to go back and improve this, I would re-record the voice over to perfect it.
