Site name: BBC Radio (national)

Language features: minimal text is used, mostly short sentences for links to other pages, abbreviations, jargon, informal register and colloquialism.

How do they address the audience: Directly addressed and in 2nd person pronoun.

Audience: Teenagers to young adults because of the website layout, which would be appealing to this age group. Also because of the celebrity gossip topics, and latest music releases that are available to listen to on the website.

Site name: Century Radio (Local)

Languages features: More text is used, includes slogans that are designed to be memorable  eg. " Music you just have to sing along to"

The language also has an informal register .

How do they address the audience: 3rd person is used. e.g " We Investigate" when referring to the employees but the audience is not directly addressed.

Audience: An adults audience, as it covers National News topics such as the credit crunch. But also covers local news from within the area. The website also includes  the latest music to listen to, which suggests they aim to reach a younger audience.
