Deconstructing news programmes. 

News programme one: BBC Radio 1, News beat.

This news programme lasts for sixteen minutes and fifty-seven seconds, which is long for a radio news broadcast. This length is due to there being nine news stories and a sports report. During these news stories there are three outdoor broadcasts. In this news programme there was one pre recorded interviews, this was with an MP on the topic of credit crunch. 

News programme two: Signal 1, half hourly news.

This news programme is considerably shorter only five minutes thirty-four seconds long, covering mainly local but some of the major national news. There are six news stories In this programme and a sports report. During this news report there are no live outside broadcasts, because the news programme is repeated every half hour so all the interviews are pre recorded out of these 3 of them were outside. The interviews were carried out on local businessmen, local residents and MP's. 

Differences?

In the second news programme the stories covered are more localised to the Staffordshire and Cheshire news, with few national stories. Whereas in the first news programme all of the stories are targeted for the whole country. The shows are obviously shorter and the second news programme is less in depth, due to the shorter broadcast time.
