Task 3 – Deconstruct a number of jingles: - 

Jingle number 1. - Tim Westwood. 

Show: Tim Westwood 

Time: Late evening (10pm) weekends. 

Number of voices: Between 3 and 4. 

Content: - The jingle begins with an electronically altered voice announcing that the show is not suitable for children, the voice repeats the word children (I.e Children...ren...ren...en..en). 

Once the “Disclaimer” is finished, another voice begins announcing the show, this voice is heavily altered electronically, and in the background the sound of police sirens and helicopter blades are audible, these factors convey the shows “urban” theme which matches the shows “urban” music. The voice announces the length of the show. “Next three hours” whilst the music typical of the show is played in the background. 

I think this jingle connects with the show as it heavily utilises sounds that are typical or “Urban music”...The jingle even uses sounds that might be heard just walking down a typical urban street in the form of the police siren and helicopter blade. These two sounds sub-consciously give the listener ideas of illegal activity, things which are heavily publicised and even glorified in Urban Music.  

Jingle  number 2 – The Chris Moyles Breakfast show. 

Time: Early morning (6:30 am) Weekdays. 

Number of Voices: 1 (more with backing singers) 

Content: - The jingle begins with the faint sound of birds tweeting in the background, to reflect what the shows listeners are expected to be doing at that point. Then some-one begins to sing, slowly and quietly about “A brand new day I dawning” etc. The song continues with more verses of a similar theme to the first. However, backing singers are introduced and the music becomes more and more upbeat, and louder. This whole theme is probably used to enthuse the listener about the coming day. 

This jingle is actually somewhat ironic, the jingle is possibly one of the 'cheesiest' on the radio and seems to be aimed at families  with small children, this implies the show is family oriented and possibly quite suitable fr children, ironically this is untrue. The Chris Moyles show is perhaps one of the crassest and most borderline inappropriate shows on day-time radio. The show has caused many controversies during its run so may not be appropriate for children.
