Contents: The contents of this national news bulletin obviously contained the most pressing matters from around the country. · The stabbing of a man in Manchester. 

· Issues relating to the financial state of the country. 

· A bulletin relating to an issue with the royal family in South Africa. 

· National weather.  

The format of the show was that the reader (John Marsh) read out each headline first, with no real detail. Then proceeded to read through each story in much more detail. 

Only two of the items had any form of outside broadcast. The bulletin relating to the financial state of the country had a sound 'byte' of an employee of the bank of England reading a statement. The other bulletin with an outside reporting was another quick sound 'byte' relating to the stabbing of a man in Manchester. In that instance, the 'byte' was said by a journalist who was at the scene, he referred quickly to the location within the city and what action the police were taking and that they were questioning a man in his mid twenties. 

In the national bulletin, only the most important headlines from around the country, these may not be entirely relevant to the majority of the population, however these are the most “compelling” 

Local Radio news programme: BBC Radio Stoke. 

Contents: The contents of the local radio broadcast only reported on issues that had recently happened in the county of Staffordshire. Stories included. 

· Local Businesses struggling in wake of the 'credit crunch' 

· Extensive coverage of local sports teams with recent news and rumours emanating from local football clubs, high attention paid to the actions of Stoke City manager Tony Pulis after a recent fixture with Arsenal FC. 

· Local/ regional weather.   

The local news differs slightly from the national news. Firstly in the local news they do not announce the name of the reader. Secondly, the reader doesn't bother to read out the stories quickly first, they just begin reading the stories in detail. The story of the businesses being Hit by the Crunch was followed by a sound 'byte' of a journalist reading a statement from the company regarding their financial problem. There was also brief clip from a phone interview with Stoke City manager from earlier in the week/day with the same radio station regarding the story concerning his actions. 

            A lot more of the show from the local station appeared to be outside broadcasts. This is probably because the bulletin was a little shorter and therefore more taken up by outside broadcasts.
