TASK 7: -  look at programme listings for your local radio station 

Radio Station: signal one radio, Stoke – On – Trent 

How long is the news?

The radio station differs how long the news is on for. They alter between 10 minutes for just a quick  news 'bulletin' and 20 minutes for a full news broadcast 

Does the timing change throughout the day? 

No, the timings are roughly the same for both types of news throughout the day. 

Does the Format or Content change throughout the day? 

No, in the bulletins, things seem rushed, many things such as interviews and sound clippings are generally cut short so that they can fit everything into the allotted time. In the full news broadcasts, everything is in much more detail, the news is much more detailed and interviews are rarely cut short as in the the bulletins. Overall the full programme gives a much better picture of the news.  

How much of the bulletin was taken up with outside broadcasts?  

The local news bulletin as roughly five minutes long, however of that five minute time slot approximately one and a half minutes to two minutes were used in with outside broadcasts.
