CHS Links with South Africa 
We are delighted that our application for the British Council Curriculum Grant to further develop our links with South 
Africa has been successful.  This means that there will be staff and student reciprocal visits over the next three years.  
This project, co-ordinated by Mrs Hilditch, involves four schools—Congleton High School, Black Firs Primary School, 
Muizenberg Junior and High Schools (Capetown) and is unique from that point of view.   Look out for further news on 
this project in future newsletters. 

Before half-term we were visited by eleven German students 
from the Süderelbe Gymnasium in Hamburg together 
with their Head Teacher, Herr Thomas Fritsche, and two other 
teachers, Frau Dr. Vogt and Herr Colberg. The party was keen 
to see how English schools work and so Mrs Hilditch, our 
International Co-ordinator, arranged for them to have 
demonstration lessons in DT and Science. In DT they made 
handsome, engraved souvenir glasses with display stands.  In 
science they had to design and make a hat that would 
“protect” the wearer from radio waves. They enjoyed both 
activities as well as working with English pupils.  

On the 27th May, 25 Year 9 students attended a University Experience Day at 
Keele University.  The aim of the event was to encourage students to begin to 
think about their future.  In the current economic climate we want to make sure 
that students consider every avenue available to them, set down a career path 
and understand that university could be a serious option for them. 
 
The event gave students an introduction to the concept of university and what it 
would be like to be a university student.  They were given a guided tour of the 
Keele campus, they took part in a ‘Student Life’ session to find out what being at 
university is like and they got a taste of what a university lecture would be like.

Championships which take place in Helsinki from 14th to 18th July. Her selection has been confirmed following her 
performances at the recent British National Championships where, despite being one of the youngest competitors, she 
made the final in two events. Competing in the 400m individual medley and the 200m breaststroke, 14 year old Sophie 
is hopeful that she will also compete in the 200m individual medley.  In preparation for the European Championships, 
Sophie is competing this week in the Mare Nostrum International Series in Barcelona.
