Berisfords Trip

On Tuesday 12™ January 23 BTEC Level 2 Fashion and Clothing students visited the
Berisford’'s Ribbon Factory in Congleton. We were welcomed by the Managing Director,
Maurice Beaumont and the Marketing Director, Fiona Hampton. The students were given a
tour of the factory and saw the industry they have learnt so much about actually in action.

It was a great experience to see all the looms weaving, the smell and cold of the dye room
and the speed of the screen printing machines putting designs on ribbons.

This was an introductory visit as these students are now going to design and make bags as
part of a competition we are running with Bersiford'’s.

Option K—Architectural Modelling & Interior Design

This new course was created for pupils who have an interest in Architecture and/or
Interior Design, to allow them to develop and explore the depth of their capabilities in
such subject areas. Pupils have to plan, research and carry out a project. As this
course follows an Architecture and Interior Design theme, the main outcome for
assessment will be a scaled realistic model of a room, space or environment, which
must be accompanied by a written report. Pupils can create a new space or redesign an
existing space and they are also expected to find and work for a client. Pupils are given
the opportunity to develop and demonstrate skills in various topic areas including; Model
Making, Visual Communication Techniques, Anthropometrics and Ergonomics, Colour
and Texture Co-ordination, Health and Safety (Laws and Legislation). This course also
offers pupils an opportunity to combine and expand their skills and knowledge already
acquired in DT and other subjects such as Art, Humanities, Science and Maths.

In December Mr lan Pleasant from Jay Ashall Associates based in Holmes Chapel,
spent an afternoon working with pupils to give them an insight into Architecture as a
career. He kindly agreed to be interviewed by pupils about his career choice and
associated training, giving them the opportunity to explore their own suitability for such a
career. He also led a workshop session where he shared his expertise with pupils
individually about their chosen project focuses. His feedback and guidance has proved
invaluable to the pupils.

On successful completion of this course pupils will be awarded with a qualification entitled Extended Project
Qualification (Level 3) which is equivalent to an AS Level.
