Vorsprung Durch Technik – Hamburg – 11-16 February 

A highlight of our Young Apprentices scheme is the annual visit to Hamburg. 
This year our students joined up with students from Alsager, Sandbach and 
Great Sankey for an exciting trip to snowy Hamburg.  The purpose of the trip 
is to give students an appreciation of the international dimension of engineering and this 
was done during trips to Airbus where they saw the amazing technology that goes into 
state-of-the-art airliners. They learned that several Airbus A380s have been bought by 
private individuals for whom the only impossibilities are fitting a swimming pool or an open 
fire! At Quantensprung (a German Research Laboratory) the students, worked with 
German students, to do experiments on fuel cell technology. 

They toured the container port and ship building facilities and whilst there saw the outline 
of Roman Abramovich’s new “yacht”. This is due to be launched soon and is a real bargain 
at £810 millon pounds (!). 

Of course the trip was not all about work and other activities included a visit to the 
Hamburg Dungeon and Miniatur Wunderland where the world really has been created in 
miniature. Each evening was finished off with a variety of games ranging from the bizarre 
to the ridiculous. They were, of course, carefully selected to foster teamwork, an essential 
element of engineering.   

Everybody had a great time and several students expressed a desire to pursue a career in 
engineering in Hamburg  

Primary Engineering 
You are stranded on a desert island, your only sugar has been lost in the sand on the beach. How would you get it 
back? Impossible? Not for Y5 at Scholar Green Primary! They recently had a science lesson about separating materials 
where they learned a range of techniques for separating things that were mixed up. After the lesson they were set the 
question above. Their answer was brilliant: gather up the sand with the 
sugar in it. Split open a coconut, put the sand and sugar mixture in one half 
and stir to dissolve the sugar in the coconut milk. Next, using a fibrous palm 
leaf, filter the mixture into the other coconut half to remove the sand. 
Finally, put the remaining liquid in the coconut half in the sun. This will 
evaporate the water leaving the sugar behind. For more, look at the Y5
